This collaborative effort 

raised $5,700 for local charities.  

Today, the Souper Bowl of Caring is a collaboration 

of church congregations, NFL teams, schools and     

individuals caring for others on Super Bowl weekend. 

More than $98 million has been generated, and 100  

percent of all donations go directly to food banks, soup 

kitchens and other charities across the country.

Be sure 

to wrap a $1 bill around each can with a rubber 

band. Our donations stock the shelves at Interfaith 

Assistance Ministry right here in Hendersonville.

Janie McKinley, a Mount Pisgah author (her 

books are in the church library) will present a     

program at Carolina Village on Monday, January

She will discuss her latest book, The Cultural Roots 

of the 1622 Indian Attack and the early history of    

Jamestown. Not only was this the first permanent     

English settlement in the New World, it was the seat of 

the first church and the first independent government. 

Laws were being passed in Jamestown before the       

pilgrims set foot on Plymouth Rock. 

Janie’s ancestor, Richard Pace, played an       

important part in saving Jamestown–and in        

preserving the entire English settlement. As the 

Paul Revere of the 1600s, he paddled a canoe 

(instead of riding a horse) three miles across the 

James River to warn that the Indians were  coming. 

Because of his bravery, Jamestown (and the future 

United States) was saved. Several monuments in 

Jamestown today recall the story of his bravery.

Hendersonville Rescue Mission provides 

shelter to the homeless, food to the hungry,     

recovery to the addicted and medical assistance 

to the homeless and poor of our community with 

the love of Jesus Christ.  

The Hendersonville Rescue Mission has served 

members of the community for over 32 years. At 

their location on Maple Street, men, women and 

children are given assistance by Mission staff. The 

Mission is directed by the Reverend Anthony 

McMinn assisted by other ordained pastors and  

deacons. 

     The Bible-based Recovery Program for men is a  

residential program serving those struggling with           

substance abuse. The program starts with a 70-day       

restriction to the Mission. The next 5-1/2 months      

requires mandatory 12-step Turning-Point classes each 

morning at 7:00 a.m., offsite employment (including a 

mandatory bank savings account), and evening church 

services at 7:00 p.m. Paralleling the men’s program, the 

Bible-based program for women includes special      

accommodations for those with  children. There are 

also special units for complete families.  

In the current 12-month period 55,315 meals 

were served; 1,022 individuals were sheltered 

(including 104 children); 3,859 hours of individual 

counseling were provided; and 159 people made 

decisions for Christ. 

When frigid temperatures and bone-chilling 

winds swoop down on Western North Carolina, 

they open the Mission to everyone. Once the      

temperature drops below 36 degrees, even those 

who are not enrolled in the Mission’s recovery   

programs are welcomed. The Mission’s clothing  

closet also provides warm clothing and special work 

clothing to anyone in need. Clothing donations are 

especially appreciated at this time of year. 

Although the Mission has 77 beds and can  

accommodate even more guests if needed, cold 

winter nights put a heavy burden on their         

financial resources. Because the Hendersonville  

Rescue Mission receives NO support from local, 

state or federal government, contributions from 

churches and individuals are very important. For 

more information, call 828-697-1354.
