At the seminary I purchased an 

ñelectronicò typewriter that had 10 character memory erase capability. ñMercy!ò It cost 

only $599. I never had a ñWalkmanò but I remember when cassettes replaced the 

large bulky wheel to wheel recorders. I even used these to record my Greek classes. 

When the VHS recorder came out you thought you would never have to spend    

money on a movie theater or rent movies.  Manôs minds and  technologyé. 

     The list goes on of items that have outlived their usefulness. In fact, todayôs technology is old news and   

antiquated tomorrow. You donôt know if you can live without something today, but then you know it will be 

replaced tomorrow.  Insurance for an item is almost useless because the item will be outdated before the item 

could come close to being worn out and yet you pay many bucks to have the latest item that will lose its      

usefulness tomorrow.
