UPDATE FROM PASTOR WALTA 
Dear Friends: 
 

     We receive this message from Pastor Walta this morning.  The small safe house for orphans is 
built on the church property and he tells us the church committee is planning to house 30 girls in the 
house.  the purpose of the safe house is to protect orphans from being exploited in human trafficking 
in slavery or prostitution.  Money to build the house was given by an anonymous donor in             
December.  We expected the house to provide protection for eight to ten children but this is much 
better than we imagined.  Responsible Christian women will live with and care for the children,   
making sure they go to school and church and protect their purity.  Most children become sexually 
active around age 11 in Haiti. 
 

     Sad part of his message concerns the death of a student in the school.  Thanks be to God that this 
child received the Gospel of a Savior who loves her and she is now singing praises to God in       
heaven.  This is the sole purpose of the church and school in Laotchikit, to reach the lost with the 
message of Our loving Savior, Jesus Christ. 
 

     There are two other churches in other villages in the Central Plateau who are establishing           
fellowship with the congregation in Laotchikit.  Because of their misunderstanding of scripture,    
Pastor Walta is mentoring the church leaders there and including the leaders in classes on Lutheran 
theology.  In each of these villages are large populations of people who do not know Christ as their       
Savior.  There is much work to be done for the Lord. 
 

      Many blessing to each of you this week.  Thank you for blessing the believers in Laotchikit with 
your prayers.
